OLD TESTAMENT READING: Exodus 33:12-23

12 Moses said to the LORD, “You have been telling me, ‘Lead these people,” but you have
not let me know whom you will send with me. You have said, ‘I know you by name and you
have found favor with me.” 13 If you are pleased with me, teach me your ways so | may know
you and continue to find favor with you. Remember that this nation is your people.” 14 The
LORD replied, “My Presence will go with you, and | will give you rest.” 15 Then Moses said
to him, “If your Presence does not go with us, do not send us up from here. 16 How will
anyone know that you are pleased with me and with your people unless you go with us?

REFLECTION ON THE LORD’S PRAYER:
P. We pray “Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us.” What do
we confess when we pray this petition?



C. WE CONFESS THAT WE SIN EVERY DAY AND DESERVE NOTHING BUT
PUNISHMENT.

P. What do we ask for in this petition?

C. WE ASK THAT OUR FATHER IN HEAVEN WOULD FOR CHRIST’S SAKE

P. Why do we include a prayer for forgiveness of sins in these petitions to our heavenly
Father?
